• 140 million young girls under 14 are forced to 
work outside the home.  
 

• Of the 342 Heads of State and governments, 

only 14 are women. 

Countries with more women politicians take 
more account of public health, the environment 
and economic development. 

70 % of children not attending school are girls. 
 
But when mothers are better educated, child 
mortality decreases. 
In Africa, for example, if all girls had access to 
primary school, child mortality could be cut by 
25%.
