Methodology- Survey and Focus Group Discussions
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I: Questionnaire-based Survey – Random Sampling, 5 questions, time: 5 minutes 

740 face-to-face interviews in 10 villages in 3 different oblasts 

II: Focus group discussions – 7 questions in 13 groups with 8-12 participants

183 participants: 154 women and 29 men
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Findings according to these gender aspects:
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Recognition of differentiated needs 

and interests of women and men:
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Decision making ability
